The applicant has filed the original application challenging order dated July 4, 1994 passed by the Commissioner of Police, Calcutta in connection with recruitment to the post of Constable in Calcutta Police.  The applicant has filed another application under Section 21 (iii) of the Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985 praying for condonation of delay of 16 years 8 months and 10 days in filing the original application before the Tribunal.  
We have heard the Learned Counsel representing both parties.  On consideration of the contents of the application for condonation of delay, we do not find any cogent explanation for approaching the Tribunal after long 16 years.  Accordingly, we cannot persuade ourselves to condone the delay in approaching the Tribunal after inordinate delay of 16 years.  The prayer for condonation of delay is rejected.  Consequently, the original application stands dismissed.
