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The applicant has filed this original application under section 19 of the Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985 challenging a letter dated February 23, 2006 issued by the Chief Medical Officer of Health, Mursidabad in favour of the applicant “Annexure – 4” to the original application by which the prayer of the applicant for compassionate appointment was refused. 

The original application is filed by the applicant before the Tribunal on November 2, 2017, which is almost after eleven years of rejection of prayer of the applicant for compassionate appointment.  Learned Counsel for the applicant submits that the applicant being married daughter is entitled to get appointment on compassionate ground on the basis of judgement of the Special Bench of the Hon’ble High Court at Calcutta in connection with FMA  No. 1277 of 2015 which was decided on September 13, 2017.  Admittedly applicant has not approached the respondents of this application by submitting any representation to re-open the case of the applicant on the basis of judgement of the Special Bench of the Hon’ble High Court.  Since the applicant has directly approached to the Tribunal long after almost eleven years of rejection of the prayer of the applicant for compassionate appointment, we are of the view that the present application is clearly barred under section 21 of the Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985. 
As a result, the present application is dismissed.
