             The applicant has filed this contempt application praying for issuance of the contempt rule against the contemnor on the ground that the contemnor has intentionally violated order dated April 20, 2016 passed by the Tribunal in connection with OA-426 of 2015. 

            It appears from the order dated April 20, 2016 passed in connection with OA-426 of 2015 that the Tribunal took into consideration the fact that the name of the applicant was not recommended by Public Service Commission for promotion to the post of Senior Auditor, Grade-I and observed that the applicant was in service when promotion was given to the said post with retrospective effect from July 8, 2008. The reasoned order passed by the contemnor on December 26, 2017 indicates that the name of the applicant was not recommended by                  

P.S.C. and as such promotion cannot be given to the applicant to the post of Senior Auditor, Grade-I. The reasons for not recommending the name of the applicant for promotion to the post of Senior Auditor, Grade-I by P.S.C. is that the applicant was not in service on April 23, 2009 while the department consulted P.S.C. Since the promotion to the post of Senior Auditor, Grade - I was given with retrospective effect from July 8, 2008 when the applicant was in service, the case of the applicant should have been considered in proper perspective as directed by the Tribunal by its order dated April 20, 2016. In view of our above findings, we are unable to accept reasoned order passed by the contemnor on December 26, 2017. In our view, the said reasoned order is not in accordance with the direction given by the Tribunal on April 20, 2016 in OA-426 of 2015. 
              Mr.Roy, Learned Counsel representing the contemnor has prayed for 12 weeks time for initiating fresh process to comply with the direction given by the 
Tribunal. We would like to grant 12 weeks time to the contemnor for compliance with the direction of the Tribunal with the observation that the said period of time fixed by the Tribunal as peremptory. Under such circumstances, list the matter under the heading Order on 18.05.2018.
