             The applicant has filed the application under Section 19 of the Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985 challenging the order dated October 28, 2013 passed by the District Magistrate, Murshidabad, by which the District Magistrate, Murshidabad rejected the prayer of the Applicant for compassionate appointment. The Applicant has also filed an application under Section 21 of the West Bengal Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985 praying for condonation of delay of 1301 days for approaching the Tribunal by challenging the order of refusal of prayer for compassionate appointment. 

           None appears on behalf of the applicant on call,    in spite of service of notice by the departmental representative of Land & Land Reforms and Refugee, Relief & Rehabilitation Department on January 29, 2018. We have heard Learned Counsel for the Respondents and the departmental representative of some of the State Respondents. 
             On consideration of the contents of the application for condonation of delay, we find that the applicant was aware of rejection of his prayer for compassionate appointment in the month of October 2013, but he approached the Tribunal on September 21, 2017. It appears from photocopy of the order dated August 8, 2015 passed in OA-828 of 2015 that the Applicant approached the Tribunal previously for refusal of prayer for compassionate appointment and the said original application was dismissed on merit. This fact was suppressed by the applicant in the present application. So, the present application is barred by the principle of

 resjudicata.  Moreover, the inordinate delay in approaching the Tribunal has not been explained to our satisfaction. In view of our above findings, we are not inclined to condone the delay by invoking the provisions of Section 21 of the Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985. 
             As a result, MA-115 of 2017 is dismissed. Consequently, OA-898 of 2017 also stands dismissed.
