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The applicant has filed this application under section 19 of the Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985 challenging the letter dated February 17, 2017 issued by the respondent No. 3, the Additional District Magistrate and District Land & Land Reforms Officer, Birbhum in favour of the applicant, by which the said respondent communicated the reasons for refusal to give compassionate appointment to the applicant. 

It appears from the said impugned letter dated February 17, 2017 that the income of the family of the deceased employee was more than 90% of gross salary of the deceased employee on the date of death and as such, compassionate appointment was refused to the applicant being the son of the deceased employee on the basis of notification No. 30-Emp dated April 2, 2008 and No. 114-Emp dated August 14, 2008 issued by the Labour Department, Government of West Bengal. 

Mrs. Mitra, Learned Counsel for the Applicant submits that the calculation of income of the family of the deceased employee made by Three-Men Enquiry Committee in connection with the compassionate appointment of the applicant was not served on the applicant and as such, the applicant is in the dark about the said calculation.  On the instruction of the Bench, the Departmental Representative of the respondents has supplied copy of the report of the Three-Men Enquiry Committee to Mrs. Mitra in the Tribunal today and two copies have been filed before the Bench for our consideration.  It appears from the report of Three-Men Enquiry Committee in connection with the employment of the applicant on compassionate ground that the gross salary of the deceased employee was Rs. 32,699/- per month and 90% of the said gross salary is coming to Rs. 29,429/- per month.  It further appears from the said report of the  Three-Men Enquiry Committee that gross family pension available due to death of the employee is Rs. 15,181/- and interest on retiral benefits @ 8% per annum is coming to Rs. 6,459/- per month.  It also appears from the said report that the husband of the deceased employee was employed under Government of West Bengal and earning gross monthly salary @ Rs. 19,957/- and as such, the total income of the family of the deceased employee was Rs. 41,622/- per month, whereas 90% of gross salary of the deceased employee was only Rs. 29,429/-.  Accordingly, we do not find any illegality or arbitrariness for refusing prayer for compassionate appointment of the applicant. 
As a result, this original application is dismissed.
