 The applicant has challenged the letter dated February 04, 2016 by filing this Original Application  Under Section 19 of the Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985.
                  It appears from the materials on record that one Pradip Kumar Dawn died on August 09, 2009 when he was working as Sub Inspector of Police at Khatra Police Station in the district of  Bankura. The said Pradip Kumar Dawn died leaving behind his wife Moitri Dawn and his minor son Pritam Dawn as legal heirs. The wife of  the deceased employee submitted application before the Superintendent of Police, Bankura praying for appointment of her minor son on compassionate ground. The Superintendent of Police, Bankura wanted to process the case of the wife of the deceased employee for appointment on compassionate ground on the basis of Notification No. 30-Emp dated April 02, 2008 and 114-Emp dated August 14, 2008 issued by the Labour Department, Government of West Bengal as reflected from the document marked Annexure -A-5 to the Original Application. 

                  No explanation is forthcoming before the Tribunal as to why the wife of the deceased employee did not avail of the opportunity for appointment on
 compassionate ground  by submitting application in the prescribed format along with other testimonials and necessary documents to process the case for compassionate appointment. Since the wife of the deceased employee did not avail of the opportunity for her appointment on compassionate ground and since she submitted repeated representations for appointment of her minor son on compassionate ground , we are of the view that there was no acute financial crisis in the family of the deceased employee for the purpose of giving appointment on compassionate ground.    
                     In view of our above findings, we do not find any merit in the present application.                       The Original Application is thus dismissed.
